Columbia River Crossing Coalition
The Columbia River Crossing (CRC) is a $4.2 billion bridge, transit and highway
improvement project along a five mile stretch of Interstate 5 between North Portland and
Vancouver, Washington. It is one of the most important, complex and costly public works
projects in the Pacific Northwest. The locally preferred alternative that will be studied in
the next phase of the Environmental Impact Statement consists of a replacement bridge
with light rail and improved bicycle and pedestrian facilities.

The Commercial Association of Realtors is supporting the CRC Coalition, made up of
businesses, labor unions, ports and trade organizations, which will demonstrate to federal
and state officials that a broad community believes the crossing project is essential to the
economic prosperity of the region, the west coast and the nation. Construction of the CRC

growth, which is rapidly approaching. The real estate community will benefit from
the improved crossing, which will allow people and goods to move more efficiently through
this corridor, providing a more competitive environment and opportunities for business
retention, expansion and location. Of particular interest are six reconfigured interchanges,
which will be among the items the coalition will track to ensure all coalition members are
informed about the progress of the project.
